Greek wars

Greek wars is a series of event that matches up the different Greek organizations against each other in a series of athletic games to determine which organization will be crowned King/Queen of the Greeks. The tournaments are modeled after the National Collegiate Athletic Association format with teams having to face off in an elimination (number to be determined by number of teams and time allowed) bracket form. The final two teams will face off for the grand prize.

Games

1. Fraternity Flag Football:

The game is a seven on seven flag football tournament. Teams should be made up of at least eleven players, no more then fourteen, with one non-player coach and 2 team captains (one for offense, one for defense).
